How has attending IAR helped you in your current and past jobs?
The technical knowledge I received in terms of how mathematics relates to audio and acoustics
helped me out immensely. I am able to read technical publications and I am not lost.

What advice would you give to current IAR students?
Get the technical background you need to compete but don’t stifle your artistic side. Become a
great listener and learn to use your tools well. Think of yourself as a sonic carpenter.

Do you have any suggestions to improve and keep IAR’s program current?
Real hands-on experience is the key to becoming a competent session engineer. I have been in
pressure-cooking situations and my hands-on experience got me through it. Having a boot-camp
type of instruction as a part of training would be a big help. You have to prepare your students for
the real world. I have worked for some real slave-drivers in my life and getting through that made
me even more prepared.

Anything else you’d like to add?
When I attended IAR, I already had audio knowledge and I was working both recording and live
sound reinforcement work. Experience is the best teacher and when you’re first stating out in the
industry; try to do some different things so you become a well rounded person.

The Year in Review at IAR

It’s been a dynamic year at IAR with lots of software additions, upgrades, new
music, new (and more) computers, hardware for the lab/workshops and new dual-
purpose lab rooms being added to the school’s facilities. Here are some of some of
the things we’ve been doing to make IAR the premier learning center for all things
audio:

This year, IAR will have upgraded approximately 60 MAC computers in 4 different
lab classrooms.  Additionally, we finished construction on a sound isolation booth
for our audio post production room, and made a number of software updates
throughout the school.  We also added a new server system for our administration
staff, and developed our own, proprietary scheduling application to manage student
daily schedules much more efficiently.  A number of very accomplished audio
experts have been added to our teaching faculty.

We have modified some classroom furniture in one lecture room, so the teacher
can bring up a “hidden” iMac computer at every student’s seat for instructional
purposes.  Two specialty lab rooms have had equipment re-configured so that
each can be used for different courses. We’ve loaded some workstations with ART
PRO Channels. These are single channel (tube!) voice processors. Our courses
incorporate analog and digital processors so students can work in both formats and
compare the sonic results. The audio post lab has been upgraded with the latest
and fastest iMacs to accommodate more involved soundtrack projects. We’ve
added production tools for students to record their own sound effects.
It’s been a busy year!
