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Students with financial need can now apply for an IAR Scholarship to help cover the
cost of attending school.  Since its approval towards the end of 2009, already about a
dozen current students received scholarships when applying to the school. 

“Recognizing the current economic climate, and wanting to help as many people as
we can achieve their dream of attending IAR and launching careers in the music
business, we’re delighted that we can now offer our own Scholarships to help make
this possible,” commented Barry M. Puritz, IAR’s President.  

IAR’s scholarship program was approved for introduction late in 2009.  People
considering attending IAR should contact their IAR admissions officer for details on
the program and its requirements. Awards can range anywhere from $225 to $4750,
and the fund is limited in size. Grants are on a first come, first serve basis, and
application deadline dates apply for each starting class.  Therefore, those interested in
applying for a scholarship to attend IAR should begin the process as soon as
possible. 

What have you been up to since graduating from IAR?
I have been working on an array of jobs including digital video editing for a film
production company (Project 35), audio engineer for a radio/podcast (God
Rock Radio), web designer and developer for a fashion web site
(Admittobitter).  Recently, I have been working closely with Roman Klun,  a
2009 Grammy nominated audio engineer. And finally, I am finishing up mixing
my 14th album with IAR instructor and mixing guru, Mario Salvati.
Occasionally, I also play guitar with performance artist Vernita Nemec at
various galleries and art spaces.
Tell us about what you do in your current position.
Basically, I’m a freelancer so I pretty much do everything and anything to do
with audio and visual concepts. This includes mixing, voice over, sound design,
editing (both audio and video), graphic design and web design. The company
name is Suit Studios, located in the Financial District of Manhattan.
What are your career goals?
To continue to learn and progress with new ideas, software and different ways
of thinking. And to continue having fun!
How has attending IAR helped you in your current and past jobs?
Definitely understanding audio more than I did in the past. IAR has also helped
me communicate more efficiently with other industry professionals. And it gave
me insight on where to go with the knowledge I acquired.  Finally, it is hard to
beat the contacts I’ve made through IAR, with whom I continue to do projects
and generate income. 
What advice would you give to current IAR students?
Never stop learning. When you are done with IAR, there is always something
else to learn. The more information you know, the more job skills you have, the
better off you will be, getting work. Knowledge is power, but you have to use it!

Once acquiring confidence with ProTools while attending IAR, she has now been able
to record and mix her own shows. “Audio is a language and it induces more
knowledge about sound in general the more you use it.” IAR helped Juliana
communicate her needs as an artist, whether to a recording engineer in the studio or
at a live gig. While attending IAR,she applied herself heavily with friends and staff,
making new contacts and most importantly, listening. “Everyone represents an
opportunity, if not now, then later.”
